The army that the Chinese lead-
er called for was apparently provid-
ed. In great measure all China re-
sponded to Chiang's appeal, but
there has been no invasion of Man-
churia by a great force. In fact,
China has been most anxious to
bring about an arrangement where-
by European nations and the Unit-
ed States would take the Manchur-
ian trouble into their own hands, to
the great relief of China.

Now, what did Chiang have in
mind when he called for that ar-
my? It is true that the Japanese
occupied certain teritory in Man-
churia, under treaty, as they had
done for years, and which the trea-
ty gives permission for them to do
for many more years. It does not
appear that there was any reason
why this particular moment, when
Chiang’s troubles already were so
great, should be chosen for inviting
war. But we can recall that the
Chinese soon proclaimed a general

We will go far
enough to arouse the patriotic emo-
tions of the Chinese people and
depend on foreign nations to see
that no war is fought.

How elée can the position of the
leader of the Chinese people be ex-
plained?

China has been going through an
era of evolution by civil war that
has faced many other nations in
the past. In addition, she has suf-
fered from flood, the greatest dis-
aster the world has seen In modern
times, and the whole world, includ-
ing Japan, has deep sympathy for
the stricken people of China.

No country, Japan included,
would at this stage add to her
troubles, and if we are to believe,
as we seemingly must believe, that
China is simply playing an astute
game to unify her own people we
ought not to be too critical of the
methods followed. which may have
been the only methods that would
have accomplished the end sought.
