ROADS ARE STREWN AS
CHINESE FLEE BEFORE
PURSUING JAPANESE

TSITSIHAR, Manchuria, Nov. 21
—(Delayed by Censor)—The frozen
road to Tsitsihar today bears mute
but vivid testimony of Japan’s
crushing victory over the Chinese
in the most serious battle yet fought
in the Manchurian warfare.

‘This correspondent, the first for-
eigner to enter Tsitsihar after its
occupation by Japanese, saw scat-
tered along the road the relics of
war—cloth caps, steel helmets, coats,
canteens, and extra boots cast
away by Chinese soldiers and caval-
rymen as they fled in panicky re-
treat,

Encounter Winter Winds

Along the rolling, jagged roadway,
swept by a winter wind from Siber-
ia, the correspondent fqllowed the
Japanese troops northward from
Anganchi to the ancient walled city
of Tsitsihar, which the nvading
soldiers after the

fled in distress.
Dangers Along the Route

Everything was dropped by the
wayside. My automobile, driven by
a reluctant Chinese chauffer, was
no more than two miles out of An-
ganchli when the first cluster of
articles flung 'in the road by the
fleeing troops was encountered.

The Chinese troops shed coats,
canteens and even extra boots as
they retreated northward, Many
of them were bareheaded, although
the weather was sub-zero.

Hundreds of trench motor shells,
hand grenades and bombs littered
the roadside.

My automobile was in danger of
striking unexploded shells in the
road, rutted and cut by explosions.

NIPPON NOT
ON CONQUEST

Tells Kiwanis Club of
Necessity for Action
In Self Defense

Consul General Kaname Waka-
sugi of Japan recently addressed
the San Francisco Kiwanis club,
outlining the cause of Nippon's ac<
tions in Manchuria. In the course
of his able address, he sald:

“In order to' realize the circum-
stances and the reason why Japan-
ese troops were compelled to resort
to such emergency measures you
may well compare the South Man-
churian rallway and the railway
gone with the Panama Canal and
the canal zone, both of which stand
much in the same position as a
mnerve secured to their respective na-
tions by treaty. Suppose a portion
of the Panama Canal Is destroyed
end American lives and property
along that zone are endangered by
foreign troops or armed bandits,
would the American troops stationed
for its protection stand aside with
folded arms and walt to see that
the case s presented to the World
Court of the League of Nations?
Did not the United States send 6000

far
Mexico for the same reason as the

troops are now acting on
their, duties?
