LOS ANGELES, Nov. 21— A
young American, who claimed to
be an expert in bombing as well
as an inventor of a devastating
technical machine, dropped into
the local Japanese consulate Tues-
day afternoon for the purpose of
selling his invention to the Japan-

of this city, E. Clemens Horst, well-
known hop grower, delivered an il-
Juminating reply to arguments
against placing Japan under the
Quota Law.

It is concurrently claimed that
Japanese would endanger our race by
intermarriage, and that the Japan-
ese are not assimilable, because
Japanese would not marry whites
nor whites marry Japanese.
opposite claims offset each other.

Should there be a change of heart
on the mixed marriage question, by
either whites or Japanese, it will be
a simple matter to prohibit such
marriages by law.

It is clalmed that the Japanese
insist upon their nationals being al-
lowed American citizenship, in addi-
tion to the less than 200 immigra-
tion quota per year. This alleged
clalm of citizenship is not at issue.
‘We can allow the quota without al-
lowing citizenship,

It is unthinkable that Japan or
any other nation would seriously
make a demand that its nationals
be allowed American citizenship, be-
cause any foreigner Swearing alle-
glance to America repudiates his
mother country and swears that he
will bear arms against all other
countries, and particularly against
his mother country.
